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AGREEMENT REGARDING CACHUMA PROJECT Conbyacks

WATER RATES AND ADMINISTRATION

THIS CONTRACT, made this ﬁf day of __ March , 1996 in the County of Santa 7
Barbara, State of California, between the City of Santa Barbara, The Santa Ynez River Water
Conservation District, Improvement District No. 1, the Montecito Water District, the Goleta
Water District, and the Carpinteria County Water District, (referred to herein as the "Cachuma
Member Units"), WITNESSETH, that:

WHEREAS, the United States of America, Department of the Interior, Bureau of
Reclamation, hereinafter referred to as the "United States", has constructed and is operating the
Cachuma Project, for a water supply for the Cachuma Member Units, under agreements with
the Santa Barbara County Water Agency; and,

WHEREAS, the Cachuma Member Units have contracted with and through the Santa
Barbara County Water Agency for such water; and,

WHEREAS, on September 12, 1949 the United States executed Contract No. 175r-1802
with the Agency, for a water supply from the Cachuma Project for the use and benefit of the
Cachuma Member Units; and,

WHEREAS, on September 12, 1949, December 27, 1954, on March 25, 1995 the Santa
Barbara County Water Agency entered into water supply agreements with Cachuma Member
Units for delivery of Cachuma Project Water, and to provide for, protect and preserve the rights
and obligations established under Contract No. I75r-1802 and under Federal Reclamation Law,
and referred to herein as the "Member Units Contracts"; and,

WHEREAS, on February 24, 1956 and on May 12, 1995 the United States, the Cachuma
Member Units and the Santa Barbara County Water Agency entered into contracts providing for
transfer of operation and maintenance of certain of the Cachuma Project works (Contracts No.
14-06-200-5222 and 14-06-200-5222IR), herein referred to as the "O&M Contracts", and such
agreements have been amended or may be amended from time to time; and,

WHEREAS, on January 1, 1957 Cachuma Member Units entered into an agreement
exercising common powers to form the Cachuma Operation and Maintenance Board to provide
for responsibilities of the Cachuma Member Units under the O&M Contracts; and,

WHEREAS, on August 1, 1989, the Cachuma Member Units entered into an agreement
called the "Upper Santa Ynez River Operations Agreement" to settle differences and to facilitate
the transport and storage of nonproject water; and,

WHEREAS, effective August 1, 1991, the Cachuma Member Units and others entered
into an agreement exercising common powers to form the Central Coast Water Authority to
provide for additional water supplies; and,




WHEREAS, on February 1, 1993 Cachuma Member Units the Central Coast Water
Authority and others entered into an agreement entitled the "Santa Ynez River / State Water
Project Exchange Agreement” to facilitate the conveyance, exchange and treatment of water to
Cachuma Member Units; and,

WHEREAS, on August 18, 1993 the Cachuma Member Units entered into an agreement
exercising common powers to form the Cachuma Project Authority to exercise powers in
common with respect to the Cachuma Project, and such agreement has been amended or may
be amended from time to time; and,

WHEREAS, the United States, Santa Barbara County Water Agency, Cachuma Project
Authority and Cachuma Member Units have negotiated a Master Water Supply Agreement
"Master Contract" and renewal of rights held under Contract No. I75r-1802 and Federal
Reclamation Law, identified as Contract No. I75r-1802R; and,

WHEREAS, on July 15, 1995 the United States and the Central Coast Water Agency,
entered into a contract for storage and conveyance of California State Water Project water, using
project facilities, referred to herein as the "Warren Act / State Water Agreement”; and,

WHEREAS, certain of the Cachuma Member Units and the United States have agreed
to the use of Lauro Reservoir, the South Coast Conduit, and other portions of the Cachuma
Project works for treatment, conveyance and introduction of water into the respective Cachuma
Member Unit systems and such agreements have been amended or may be amended from time
to time: and,

WHEREAS, in their mutual interest to pursue, protect and maintain rights to appropriate
water from the Santa Ynez River for the Cachuma Project, the Cachuma Member Units have
entered into a number of agreements for the investigation and maintenance of resources, which
agreements have been amended or may be amended from time to time; and,

WHEREAS, the provisions of Contract I75r-1802R are intended to maintain the benefits
~ of interest free financing for irrigation purposes under the applicable provisions of Federal
Reclamation Law, but require agreement among the Cachuma member Units in order to adjust
for the expectations of the parties;

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed, as follows:

CONTRACT TERM _
1. This Agreement shall be effective as of May 15, 1995 ("effective date") and shall remain
in effect through September 30, 2020, a period coterminous with the Master Contract for the
Cachuma Project (United States Contract No. 175r-1802R). At the expiration of the Master
Contract and in the event that the Cachuma Member Units participate in renewal of the contract,
the parties may extend this agreement by mutual consent.
