As you know, over the last 18 months the Goleta Water District has held a series of
public meetings to discuss several proposals related to a change in District policy for the
payment of the New Water Supply Charge that is assessed to properties expanding
agricultural water use.

Based on the public input we have received, we are not going to make any changes to our
existing policy at this time. A copy of the existing policy is attached.

From 1972 to 1997 the Moratorium policies prohibited any increase in the area of
irrigation. That policy was intended to regulate "historic" water use. Since 1997, any
increase in area of irrigation is supposed to trigger the payment of New Water Supply
Charge (NWSC). That is existing policy. The purpose of this letter is to inform you that
this is still the District policy and agricultural customers may not use all the water they
want without paying a NWSC if they intend to increase the area of irrigation.

If you are intending to enlarge your irrigated area in the future, you need to make an
application to the District for such a change. Once such an application is made, the
District will be able to make a determination of whether or not a New Water Supply
Charge will be assessed.

All agricultural customers are invited to make an appointment for an on-site visit to
review the data the District has on your property, and discuss your future plans. You may
call 964-6761 ext.
